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My dear Fellow Rotarians,

I t had to be an Indian who would ask
the world to ignore gloss and to look

within. Rotary International President
Kalyan Banerjee has done just that.
His Theme for the year, Reach
Within to Embrace Humanity, is as
Indian as can be and bids well to help
the world correct itself.

As far as the 1.20 million Rotarians
throughout the world are concerned,
he knows what we possess and what
we can achieve. That’s why he wants
us to reach within and to unleash our
untapped potential which will give us
the opportunity to serve and to em-
brace humanity at the same time.

Privileged as we are by virtue of the
status, position and wealth we enjoy,
we as Rotarians are nevertheless bound
by a responsibility to ensure that we
reach out and touch the lives of the
marginalised and underprivileged sec-
tions of society.

Over the last three years, your
Board has looked at (and will continue
to look at) the programmes and
projects of the Club from three per-
spectives: (a) their need; (b) their vi-
ability and sustainability; and (c) their
impact on the community.

Keeping these in mind and aware
of the fact that we need to keep on
doing far more than we are doing right
now, your Club has worked out the
broad contours of a three-pronged ap-
proach that should enable it to meet
some of these objectives.

Let me start by saying that we have,
quietly and inexorably (and without

realising it), moved on to playing an
even greater role for the community in
Talwada where we run our Kohinoor
project, the Hasanali Tobaccowala Eye
Centre. We also have the outstanding
ADMC next door which offers regu-
lar medical care to the residents
through its TB unit, dental department,
pathology laboratory and paediatric
section.

Apart from providing solar energy
to the two Rotary-run hospitals and
the Ashramshala (the biggest govern-
ment boarding school for local chil-
dren in Maharashtra), it was felt that
something else needed to be done. The
answer was found some years ago –
the establishment of a junior college
bang in the middle of the village so
that children finishing high school do
not have to forego higher education.
Few can afford to travel long distances
to attend junior college.

Completion of the junior college
in Talwada tops the social agenda
of our Club this year.

Bhavishya-Yaan, which is fast be-
coming another illustrious project of
our Club, is a mission to a brighter
future. It is a skills-enhancement
programme for under-privileged chil-
dren in Bombay’s municipal schools
and has fired the imagination of
Clubs in the District; it has won ev-
ery District award and has been
recognised by Rotary International,
too.

It is proposed to expand this project
so that it covers one more municipal
school from this year (it already cov-
ers four). It impacts children’s lives
not only in the field of academics, but
also in art, music, sports, English
speaking and other social and com-
puting skills. The confidence this has
engendered in the children is worth
going miles to see. Thanks are due to
the NGO Vidya in whom we have
found an able and diligent partner.

Our non-structured education ef-
forts in the area of Vocational Training
and Night Study Centres will be an-
other area of thrust this year. The
Rotary Vocational Training Centre, a
joint venture with the Bombay
YMCA since 1994, has been a silent
but immensely successful project that
caters to more than 1,400 students
annually, offering them job-related
skills that help them to earn a decent
livelihood.

We have dealt with the young, the
ailing and the tribal parts of our popu-
lation. What about the ageing section?
India will soon have a large number of
senior citizens who will require to be
looked after with tender, loving care in
their sunset years. Our Club plans to
adopt an Old-Age Home in a Bombay
suburb as part of its initiative for se-
nior citizens.

Which brings me to the District
Thrust areas; these are Water Conser-
vation, Solar Energy and the Environ-
ment. Our Club will deploy resources
in terms of funds, expertise and man-
power and walk the extra mile to make
an impact in these areas.

My dear fellow Rotarians, I invite
you to live your lives to the fullest
and, at the same time, to grab the op-
portunity that your Club offers you
to give back to society, especially to
our less-fortunate brethren. We have
not lived a full and meaningful life un-
less we have knowingly done some
good to someone who may never be
in a position to repay. Such a fulfilling
and enriching prospect is available and
is being offered to you.
