India truly got its stature during
the last decade; the next decade

will be even more glorious,
says Deepak Parekh

The decade that has gone by has
been the best decade for India. It

saw India achieving three years of
GDP growth at 9%; India got recog-
nition as an economic power; invest-
ing in India was discussed by every
multi-national company; and in ev-
ery boardroom all over the world,
there was talk of entering India, in-
vesting in India and selling in India.

India truly got its stature during
the decade.

The IT industry boomed, the BPO
industry came of age. IT became a
$72 billion industry in 2009 – the

fastest-growing industry in India;
two-thirds of this was in exports and
one-third in domestic consumption.

Indians also started spending dur-
ing the decade. Hardly 40,000 cars
per annum were sold in 2000; today,
15 to 17 lakh cars were sold every
year.

The teledensity was 2% in 2000,
but it had grown to 46% in 2009.
The telecom industry had a mere 2
million subscribers in 2000; in ten

years, their number had swollen to
500 million.

These emphatic statements were
made at the last meeting by a man in
the know, Mr. Deepak Parekh, Chair-
man (non-executive) of HDFC and
Honorary member of the Club.

He was making a brief speech at
the end of the screening of a short
film on the Bhavishya-Yaan project.
It was the first meeting of the year
2010 and featured a Fellowship lun-
cheon hosted by PP Nalin Parikh and
his spouse Anita.

Apart from Mr. Parekh, another
Honorary member, Mr. Adi Godrej,

also attended the meeting and said a
few words. The Sheriff of Mumbai,
(Dr.) Indu Shahani, introduced the
guest speakers.

Mr. Parekh said that in spite of the
tendency to denigrate the government,
the Chief Minister, the politicians and
others, India had many successes to
its credit in the decade gone by.

For example, the sub-prime crisis
had bypassed India and had minimum
impact here. The dotcom bubble had
no effect on India, nor had the Asian
financial crisis which occurred during
the same decade.

“W e have been managing our
economy well. We could have done
better, of course (that’s always
there), but we must acknowledge
and appreciate that what we have
achieved during the last ten years
has been phenomenal; they have
been the best ten years that we
have had.”

And what about the future, the
next ten years? Mr. Parekh said
that in the backdrop of the last de-
cade, the “next ten years are go-
ing to be even more glorious”.

Striking a less strident note, he said
it was necessary to focus on certain
core issues to ensure a bright future.
Among these were health, education
and rural development. If these areas
were given importance, then India
would see double-digit GDP growth
and the future would be very bright.

It was heartening to note in this
context that the government had de-
cided to spend 6% of GDP on educa-
tion as against 3% at present.

Similarly, India had to spend more
on infrastructure, both hard and soft.
Far more efforts were required to
improve the railways, which was the
largest employer in the country but
which had not been modernised for a
very long time.

The railways in China, Japan and

other Asian countries had made remark-
able progress in speed, punctuality
and comfort. In comparison, the In-
dian railways were 20 to 30 years be-
hind.

Another area that required atten-
tion was urban transport and infra-
structure. Bombay had the least num-
ber of hospital beds in comparison to
Delhi, Calcutta, Madras, Bangalore,
Hyderabad and even Pune.

The city had just 1.6 beds per
1,000 population – and a greater
tragedy was the fact that 80% of
the beds were in South Bombay
whereas 90% of the population
lived in North Bombay!

Mr. Parekh said it was also neces-
sary to reform the existing land laws.
These were archaic, a hundred years
old and the biggest constraint for in-
frastructure development. “Develop-
ment cannot take place with the exist-
ing land laws.”

Finally, he turned to agriculture and
pointed out that in the last decade
foodgrain production had recorded a
cumulative growth of a mere 8%. This
was far too low – especially in view
of the fact that fertilizer subsidies had
galloped away.

In the last decade, fertilizer sub-
sidy had gone up by 200%. Last
year, it was Rs. 100,000 crores –
and this had enabled only a paltry
8% growth in foodgrain produc-
tion.

“We cannot afford to have this kind
of growth… We have to increase yields.
The agriculture sector has to reform.
Productivity has to go up. Middle-
men must be eliminated because there
is a lot of wastage from the farm to the
consumer… money is taken away,
foodgrains get spoiled and rot.

“If we do (look after) agriculture,
land, railways, health and education, I
think we will have a different India in
the next ten years. I am confident that
in our lifetime we will see a better In-
dia,” Mr. Parekh concluded.

Lauding his speech, Mr. Adi
Godrej, who spoke next, said it was
“a masterly summary of the last ten
years and the next ten years…
Deepak, you have contributed tremen-
dously over the last ten years and I
hope you will keep contributing

strongly to the changes that India
needs over the next ten years”.

Mr. Godrej said Bhavishya-Yaan
was extremely impressive and was the
need of the hour. For, if the social in-
frastructure was not improved, no
amount of physical infrastructure
would be of any help to the country.

“I have always felt that there is no
unemployment in India. It is unem-
ployability and that is because we
have not paid adequate attention to
education. We might have stray areas
of excellence in education, but our pri-
mary and tertiary education has been
extremely poor. Programmes like
Bhavishya-Yaan can help tremen-
dously.

“My suggestion would be to ex-
pand it very rapidly. I am sure the
Rotary Club will be able to do that. I
would be very happy to provide any
kind of help, financial or otherwise,
that the Godrej group can offer. I will
certainly coordinate with Nandan,
Alok and others. I hope Rotary takes
this programme forward very
strongly,” Mr. Godrej added.

Earlier, the Sheriff of Mumbai, (Dr.)
Indu Shahani, who introduced the guest
speakers, recalled the words used by
Dr. Manmohan Singh in Parliament in
his avatar as Finance Minister in 1991.
He had quoted Victor Hugo and said,
“No one can resist an idea whose time
has come” and had gone on to liberalise
the Indian economy.

Mr. Deepak Parekh and Mr. Adi
Godrej were among those who had
heeded his call and worked tirelessly
to take the idea of liberalisation for-
ward.

Mr. Parekh, now the non-executive
Chairman of HDFC, India’s leading
housing finance company, was fulfill-
ing the needs of millions of Indians by

enabling them to own their dream
houses through affordable loans.

Indu recalled that in 1993, inspired
by the drive for liberalisation, her col-
lege had arranged its first International
Economics Convention with Mr.
Parekh as chief guest. Many of the
students in the audience were under
20 and lapped up everything he said
about liberalisation and globalisation.

A young girl sitting in the first row
was absorbing everything that he said.

Sixteen years later, in the course of
an open house at H.R. College, a young
woman walked into her office and of-
fered her card which said, “Anjali
Tarapore, Senior Manager (Treasury),
HDFC”. She had been inspired by Mr.
Parekh to aspire to and attain great
heights.

“If one speech by him could change
a life, God knows how many lives he
must have changed. Sir, that’s the im-
pact you have always had on my stu-
dents and on millions of people in the
country.”

As for Mr. Godrej, Indu said that
he was an inspired businessman who
had redefined the way in which Indian
business families functioned. After
liberalisation, he was one of the first
to bring about professionalism in man-
agement. “A true manager with a
heart”, his group had been involved in
innumerable social activities.

Not only had he empowered his
children when they joined his organ-
isation, he had also empowered all his
employees.

“This is a wonderful moment for
us – that we have two distinguished
persons in our midst who have im-
pacted other people’s lives and really
made a difference,” Indu added.

The vote of thanks was proposed
by S.K. Mitra.

M r. Deepak Parekh, Honorary
member of the Club and

Chairman (non-executive) of
HDFC, has propounded his own
version of the ancient maximum
about the various stages of life.

In his view, for the first 25 years
of a person’s life, one should learn;
for the next 25 years, earn (a live-
lihood); and during the third 25
years of life, return (as per one’s
ability, to society).

“So you learn, earn and return…
With a large number of Rotarians
here in the third category (50 years
and above), I think the Rotary
Club of Bombay should launch an
extensive campaign to mobilise
funds for the Bhavishya-Yaan
project. I also come in that cat-

egory, so I am also willing to sup-
port (you with) whatever you
need.

“We laud the efforts put in by
you… Bhavishya-Yaan is a small
movement but I am sure it has the
potential to become a great, large
movement and maybe it can be
adopted by other Rotary Clubs in
other parts of the city and the coun-
try.

“I think education is critical for
India’s development and crucial for
our growth; unless we educate our
young children, the underprivileged
and the poor, there will be no hope
for India. I think this is the basic
necessity and whatever effort is put
in by one Rotary Club, or by any
one, will be insufficient,” he added.
