Imagine children from slums across Mumbai, studying in municipal
schools giving speeches on stage, making presentations to an audi-
ence, surfing the internet and exuding supreme confidence to achieve
their goals and ambitions.

The Rotary Club of Bombay’s education mission has started its third
batch of training students in English and in computers. HDFC
partnered the Club to initiate this programme for 100 children at
the Colaba Municipal School. The programme focuses on the over-
all development of the children, helping them to shed their inhibi-
tions and motivate them to move ahead in life.

This project is an apt example of a public private initiative that sees
the Municipal Corporation of Greater Mumbai (MCGM) join hands
with the Rotary Club of Bombay and HDFC to provide quality edu-
cation to our children towards a brighter future.
