My dear brothers and sisters
in Rotary,

At Arlington National Cemetery
outside Washington, D.C., stands

a memorial to the Seabees, formally
known as the U.S. Naval Construc-
tion Force. An inscription reads, “With
willing hearts and skilful hands, the
difficult we do at once; the impossible
takes a bit longer”.

In Rotary, we already have our own
mottoes. If we didn’t, I might be given
to nominate those two lines. The
power of combined effort, as Paul
Harris once wrote, knows no limita-
tion. When we work together, the im-
possible becomes possible.

I thought of this when I read, a few
months ago, an article in the New En-
gland Journal of Medicine, the pre-
mier medical journal in the United
States. Titled “The Polio Endgame”,
it outlined a strategy for a post-polio
era, including managing post-eradica-
tion risks.

Thirty years ago, such an article
could never have been published.
Today, it is a testament to the power

of dedication, of persistence and of
combined effort. The impossible
has, indeed, become possible. A
post-polio world, once the stuff of
dreams, will soon be here.

My friends, the day that polio will
be eradicated is close at hand. We have
to be ready for it with a powerful
Rotary – a Rotary of enthusiasm and
confidence, of bold vision and clear
ambitions. It is time for us to prepare
by taking an honest look at our Clubs.

Are our projects meaningful, sus-
tainable and relevant? Are our meet-
ings productive and enjoyable? Are our
Clubs welcoming to new members and
are our schedules and events friendly
to young families? And once people
join us, do we welcome them prop-
erly, involve them enough?

Television new journalist Arnab
Goswami, who will address the

Club on January 10, is the Editor-in-
Chief and news anchor of the televi-
sion news channel Times Now. He has
made a significant contribution to the
rise of the channel since its launch in
January, 2006.

His show The Newshour is tele-
cast at 9 pm on weekdays with live
news coverage. Mr. Goswami also
hosts a special programme, Frankly
Speaking with Arnab, which has fea-
tured several eminent personalities.

Born in Guwahati, he comes from a
family of eminent jurists. His pater-
nal grandfather, Rajani Kanta Go-
swami, was a well-known lawyer, a
Congress leader and a freedom fighter.
His maternal grandfather, Gauri Sankar
Bhattacharya, was a leader of the op-
position in Assam for many years. He
was a freedom fighter, an intellectual,
writer and recipient of the Asom
Sahitya Sabha Award.

An army officer’s son, Mr. Go-
swami attended schools in various cit-
ies. He passed the Std. X exam from
St Mary’s School in Delhi Canton-
ment and the Std. XII exam from
Kendriya Vidyalaya in Jabalpur Can-
tonment.

Graduating in Sociology from
Hindu College in Delhi, he completed
his Master’s degree in Social Anthro-
pology from Oxford University (St.
Antony’s College, 1994) where he was
a Felix Scholar. In 2000, he was a vis-
iting fellow at the International Stud-
ies Department at Cambridge Univer-
sity (Sidney Sussex College) where he
was a D.C. Pavate fellow.

Mr. Goswami started his career as
a journalist with The Telegraph in
Calcutta and moved over to news tele-
vision with NDTV 24x7 in 1995. He
anchored daily newscasts and set new
standards in political reporting, report-
ing for News Tonight, a programme
telecast on DD Metro.

During his time with NDTV, he did
the first-ever TV interview with Sonia
Gandhi. As News Editor, he was part
of NDTV’s core team during the tran-
sition from programme producer to
the 24-hour mode in 1998. He hosted
the popular Newshour show every
weeknight. Newshour was seen as the
agenda-setting show on the channel
and was the longest running news
analysis shown on any channel (1998-
2003).

As a Senior Editor with NDTV
24x7, he was responsible for the over-
all editorial content of the channel. He
hosted one of the channel’s top rated
